A. OVERVIEW 
 
Colleton County, South Carolina (the "County") request bids from qualified, licensed Kenworth Truck Dealers for 
one (1) 2019/2020 Kenworth Cab and Chassis with Roll-Off Hoist. Dealers are to furnish all the specified 
requirements listed in the Exhibit “A” attached. The unit will be delivered to Colleton County Fleet Management 
located at 113 Mable T. Willis Blvd, Walterboro, South Carolina 29488. 
 
Subject to the terms, conditions, provisions, and the enclosed specifications, responses to this solicitation will be 
received at this office until the stated date and time. After which, only the names of the respondents will be 
publicly announced. Responses received after the scheduled due date and time will be rejected. Proposals must 
be submitted in a sealed package marked on the outside with the Offeror’s name, address, and the solicitation 
name and number.  
 
This solicitation does not commit Colleton County to award a contract, to pay any costs incurred in the preparation 
of proposals submitted, or to procure or contract for the services. The County reserves the right to accept or reject 
or cancel in part, or in its entirety offers received as a result of this request if deemed to be in the best interest of 
the County to do so.

B. SCOPE OF WORK 
 

Colleton County proposes to purchase one (1) 2019/2020 Kenworth Cab and Chassis with Roll-off Hoist as specified 
in the appendix attached.  
 
It is the responsibility of the Kenworth Truck dealer to coordinate the chassis delivery and installation of the 
requested roll-off hoist.

C. INSTRUCTIONS TO DEALER 

1. Submittal must include one (1) original bid response clearly marked as original, and one (1) complete 
copy of the bid response along with a completed W-9 form. Responses must be in a sealed 
envelope/package containing the solicitation name and number. The individual signing the response must 
be an Agent legally authorized to bind the company.  

 
2. Show solicitation number on the outside of mailing package. Colleton County assumes no responsibility 

for unmarked or improperly marked envelopes. 
 

3. It is the dealer’s sole responsibility to ensure that solicitation responses, amendments thereto or     
withdrawal requests are submitted by the scheduled due date and time. 

 
4. The dealer must clearly mark as "Confidential" each part of their response, which they consider to be 

proprietary information that could be exempt from disclosure under Section 30-40(C) Code of Laws of 
South Carolina, 1976, Freedom of Information Act. Colleton County reserves the right to determine

whether this information should be exempt from disclosure and legal action may not be brought against 
the County or its agents for its determination in this regard. 
 

5. RESPONSE FORM: All responses shall be printed in ink or typewritten. If required, additional pages may 
be attached. Bids written in pencil will be disqualified. 

 
6. Subject to the terms, conditions, provisions, and the enclosed specifications, responses to this solicitation 

will be received at this office until the stated date and time. Responses received after the scheduled due 
date and time will be rejected. Proposals must be submitted in a sealed package marked on the outside 
with the vendor’s name, address, and the solicitation name and number. 

 
7. Bids shall remain good for 60 days from date of submission. 

 
 

A “No Response” qualifies as a response; however, it is the responsibility of the Vendor to notify the 
Procurement Office if you receive solicitations that do not apply. 

 

 

D. SELECTION CRITERIA 
 
It is the intent of Colleton County to award the purchase to a single qualified, licensed Kenworth Dealer with final 
approval by County Council. Following the award, a Purchase Order for the product will be issued to the awarded 
Kenworth truck dealer. 
 
 

E. SPECIFIC TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

1. COMPETITION:  This solicitation is intended to promote full and open competition. If any language, 
specifications, terms and conditions, or any combination thereof restricts or limits the requirements in 
this solicitation to a single source, it shall be the responsibility of the interested vendor to notify the 
Procurement Office in writing no later than five (5) business days prior to the scheduled due date and 
time. 

 
2. RESPONDANTS QUALIFICATION:  The County reserves the right to request satisfactory evidence of their 

ability to furnish services in accordance with the terms and conditions listed herein. The County further 
reserves the right to make the final determination as to the Vendor’s ability to provide said item(s).  

 
3. RESPONSE WITHDRAWAL:  Any responses may be withdrawn prior to the established closing date and 

time, but not thereafter with proper approval from the Procurement Manager. 
 

4. REJECTION: Colleton County reserves the right to reject any and all proposals, to cancel or withdraw this 
solicitation, and to waive any technicality if deemed to be in the best interest of the County. 

 
5. WAIVER:  The County reserves the right to waive any Instruction to Offerors, General or Special Provisions, 

General or Special Conditions, or specifications deviation if deemed to be in the best interest of the 
County. 

 
6. RESPONSE PERIOD:  All responses shall be good for a minimum period of 60 calendar days. 

 
7. DEVIATIONS FROM SPECIFICATIONS:  Any deviation from specifications indicated herein must be clearly 

pointed out; otherwise, it will be considered that items offered are in strict compliance with these  
 



 
specifications, and successful offeror will be held responsible therefore. Deviations must be explained in 
detail on separate attached sheet(s). The listing of deviations, if any, is required but will not be construed 
as waiving any requirements of the specifications. Unidentified deviations found during the evaluation of 
the response may be cause for rejection. 

 
8. AMENDMENTS:  All amendments to and interpretations of this solicitation shall be in writing and issued 

by the Procurement Manager of Colleton County. 
 

9. DEBARMENT: By submitting a qualification package, the dealer is certifying that they are not currently 
debarred from responding to any request for proposals by any agency or subdivision of the State of South 
Carolina or the United States Federal Government, nor are they an agent of any person or entity that is 
currently debarred from submitting proposals on contracts by any agency or subdivision of the State of 
South Carolina. 

 
10. DEFAULT:  In case of default by the Dealer, the County reserves the right to purchase any or all items in 

default in the open market, charging the Dealer with any excessive costs. Should such charge be assessed, 
no subsequent solicitation response of the defaulting Dealer will be considered in future RFB’s until the 
assessed charge has been satisfied. 

 
11. HOLD HARMLESS: All respondents to this RFP shall indemnify and hold harmless Colleton County 

Government and any of their officers and employees from all suits and claims alleged to be a result of this 
request for proposals. The issuance of this request of proposals constitutes only an invitation to present 
a proposal. Colleton County reserves the right to determine, at its sole discretion, whether any aspect of 
a respondent's submittal meets the criteria in this request for proposals. Colleton County also reserves 
the right to seek clarifications, to negotiate with any vendor submitting a response, to reject any or all 
responses with or without cause, and to modify the procurement process and schedule. 

 
12. CANCELLATION: In the event that this request for proposals is withdrawn or the project canceled for any 

reason, Colleton County shall have no liability to any respondent for any costs or expenses incurred in 
connection with this request for proposals or otherwise. 

 

13. COLLETON COUNTY PURCHASING ORDINANCE: The Request of Bids is subject to the provisions of the 
Colleton County Purchasing Ordinance and any revisions thereto, which are hereby incorporated into this 
request for proposals in their entirety except as amended or superseded within.  This ordinance can be 
found at https://www.municode.com/library/sc/colletoncounty/codes/codeofordinances under Title 3 - 
Revenue and Finance. 

 

14. FAILURE TO SUBMIT ALL MANDATORY FORMS: Failure to submit all the mandatory forms from this 
request of proposals shall be just cause for the rejection of the qualification package. However, Colleton 
County reserves the right to decide, on a case by case basis, in its sole discretion, whether or not to reject 
such a proposal as non-responsive. 

 
15. CONTRACT AWARD: 

 
a. This solicitation and submitted documents, when properly accepted by Colleton County shall 
constitute an agreement equally binding between the successful Offeror and the County. No oral 
statement of any person shall modify or otherwise change, or affect the terms, conditions or 
specifications stated in the resulting agreement. The County shall not be legally bound by any 
amendment or interpretation that is not fully executed by both parties in writing. 

 
b. The successful Offeror shall be required to execute a formal agreement with the County’s 
Procurement Office within ten (10) business days after issuance of the Notice of Award.

16. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION: Questions or problems arising after award of an agreement shall be 
directed to the Procurement Manager by calling (843) 782-0504. Copies of all correspondence concerning 
this solicitation or resulting agreement shall be sent to the Capital Projects & Purchasing Department, 113 
Mable T. Willis Blvd, Walterboro, SC 29488. 

 

F. GENERAL CONTRACTUAL REQUIREMENTS 
 

1. ABANDONMENT OR DELAY: If the work to be done under this contract shall be abandoned or delayed by 
the Offeror, or if at any time the County shall be of the opinion and shall so certify in writing that work 
has been abandoned or delayed by the Offeror, the County may annul the contract or any part thereof if 
the Offeror fails to resolve the matter within thirty (30) days of written notice. 

 
2. OFFEROR'S COOPERATION: The Offeror shall maintain regular communications with the Purchasing 

Manager and shall actively cooperate in all matters pertaining to this contract. 
 

3. RESPONSIBILITY: The Offeror shall at all times observe and comply with all federal, state, local and 
municipal laws, ordinances, rules and regulations in any manner affecting the purchase. 

 
4. NON-APPROPRIATION / SUBSTITUTION PERMITTED:   If the Colleton County Council fails to appropriate 

or authorize the expenditure of sufficient funds to make said purchase or if a lawful order issued in, or for 
any fiscal year during the term of the agreement, reduces the funds appropriated or authorized in such 
amounts as to preclude making the payments set out therein, the agreement shall terminate on the date 
said funds are no longer available without any termination charges or other liability incurring to County. 
Following any such non-appropriation, the master lease agreement shall contain no limitation on the 
County’s ability to replace the equipment financed with any other equipment. 

 
5. INDEMNIFICATION: Except for expenses or liabilities arising from the negligence of the County, the Dealer 

hereby expressly agrees to indemnify and hold the County harmless against any and all expenses and 
liabilities arising out of the performance or default of any resulting agreement or arising from or related 
to the Work as follows: 

 
Dealer expressly agrees to the extent that there is a causal relationship between its negligence, action or 
inaction, or the negligence, action or inaction of any of its employees or any person, firm, or corporation 
directly or indirectly employed by the Dealer, and any damage, liability, injury, loss or expense (whether 
in connection with bodily injury or death or property damage or loss) that is suffered by the County and 
its employees or by any member of the public, to indemnify and save the County and its employees 
harmless against any and all liabilities, penalties, demands, claims, lawsuits, losses, damages, costs, and 
expenses arising out of the performance or default of any resulting agreement or arising from or related 
to the equipment. Such costs are to include defense, settlement and reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred 
by the County and its employees. This promise to indemnify shall include bodily injuries or death occurring 
to Dealer’s employees and any person, directly or indirectly employed by Dealer (including without 
limitation any employee of any subcontractor), the County’s employees, the employees of any other 
independent contractor, or occurring to any member of the public. When the County submits notice, 
Dealer shall promptly defend any aforementioned action. 

 
The prescribed limits of insurance set forth herein shall not limit the extent of the Dealer’s responsibility 
under this Section. The terms and conditions contained in this Section shall survive the termination of any 
resulting agreement or the suspension of the Work hereunder. Additionally, the County will not provide 
indemnity to the successful DEALER. Failure to comply with this section may result in your request for bid 
to be deemed non-responsive. 
 



 
 

6. FORCE MAJEURE:  The Dealer shall not be liable for any excess costs if the failure to perform the resulting 
agreement arises out of causes beyond the control and without fault or negligence of the Dealer. Such 
causes may include, but are not restricted to acts of God or of the public enemy, acts of the Government 
in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, 
freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the failure to perform must be beyond 
the control and without the fault or negligence of the dealer.  

 
7. ARBITRATION:  Under no circumstances and with no exception will Colleton County act as arbitrator 

between the Dealer and any supplier and or sub-contractor. 
 

8. PUBLICITY RELEASES: Dealer agrees not to refer to award of this purchase in commercial advertising in 
such a manner as to state or imply that the products or services provided are endorsed or preferred by 
the County. The Dealer shall not have the right to include the County’s name in its published list of 
customers without prior approval of the County Administrator. With regard to news releases, only the 
name of the County, type and duration of any resulting agreement may be used and then only with prior 
approval of the County. The Dealer also agrees not to publish, or cite in any form, any comments or quotes 
from the County’s staff unless it is a direct quote from the Procurement Manager. 

 
9. GOVERNING LAWS:  Any agreement arising from this solicitation shall be governed by the laws of the State 

of South Carolina and any and all disputes arising out of said agreement shall, if litigation is necessary, be 
litigated only in a Circuit Court for the Fourteenth Judicial Circuit sitting in Colleton County, South Carolina. 
The prevailing party shall be entitled to attorney’s fees and all costs of said litigation. 

 
10. ASSIGNMENT:  The Dealer shall not assign in whole or in part any agreement resulting from this Request 

for Bids without the prior written consent of the County. The Dealer shall not assign any money due or to 
become due to him under said agreement without the prior written consent of the County. 

 
11. AFFIRMATIVE ACTION:  The successful Dealer will take affirmative action in complying with all Federal and 

State requirements concerning fair employment and treatment of all employees, without regard or 
discrimination by reason of race, color, religion, sex, national origin or physical handicap. 

 
12. FAILURE TO DELIVER GOODS IN ACCORDANCE WITH TERMS & CONDITIONS: In case of failure to deliver 

goods in accordance with the purchase terms and conditions, Colleton County, after due oral or written 
notice, may procure substitute goods or services from other sources and hold the offeror responsible for 
any resulting additional purchasing and administrative costs. This remedy shall be in addition to any other 
remedies which Colleton County may have. 

 
13. TERMINATION OF PURCHASE: 

 
1. Subject to the Provisions below, the Purchase of goods may be terminated by the Purchasing 

Department providing a thirty (30) days advance notice in writing is given to the Dealer. 
 

a. Termination for Convenience:  In the event that this Purchase of goods is terminated or canceled 
upon request and for the convenience of the County without the required thirty (30) days advance 
written notice, then the County shall negotiate reasonable termination costs, if applicable. 

b. Termination for Cause:  Termination by the County for cause, default or negligence on the part of 
the offeror shall be excluded from the foregoing provisions; termination costs, if any, shall not 
apply. The thirty (30) days advance notice requirement is waived and the default provision in this 
request for bids shall apply. 
 
 
 



c. The County shall be obligated to reimburse the Dealer only for those services rendered prior to 
the date of notice of termination, less any liquidation damages that may be assessed for non-
performance. 

 
2. Non-Appropriations Clause: Notwithstanding any other provisions of the Purchase Agreement, if 

the funds anticipated for the continued fulfillment of this Purchase Agreement are at any time. 
Not forthcoming, through the failure of the County Government to appropriate funds, 
discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were provided, the 
County shall have the right to terminate the Purchase Agreement without penalty by giving not 
less than thirty (30) days written notice documenting the lack of funding. Unless otherwise agreed 
to by the County and the Dealer, the Purchase Agreement shall become null and void on the last 
day of the fiscal year for which appropriations were received. 

 
14. GOVERNING LAWS:  Any Purchase Agreement resulting from this request for proposals shall be governed 

in all respects by the laws of the State of South Carolina and any litigation with respect thereto shall be 
brought in the courts of the State of South Carolina.   

 
15. BONDS:  Payment and Performance Bonds are not required for this request for bid. 

 
16. OWNERSHIP OF MATERIAL:  Ownership of all data, material, and documentation originated and prepared 

for the County pursuant to this Purchase Agreement shall belong exclusively to the County. 
 
17. TYPE OF PURCHASE AGREEMENT: The intent of this proposal is a resulting Purchase agreement whereby 

a Purchase Order will be issued for the requested goods. Bid prices shall remain firm for 60 days.  If any 
reduction in price is announced after the issuance of a Purchase Order for the goods, the County shall 
receive the benefit of such reduction. 

 
18. INSURANCE:  Colleton County will require the following remain in force at all times through the life of the 

contract: 
 

Workers’ Compensation - $100,000 – each accident 

Statutory Coverage and Employer’s - $100,000 each employee 

Liability - $500,000 – policy limit 

Comprehensive General Liability -$1,000,000 – bodily injury each occurrence  

$1,000,000 – bodily injury aggregate 

$1,000,000 – property damage each occurrence 

$1,000,000 – property damage aggregate 

Products – Completed Operations - $1,000,000 – aggregate 

Business Auto Liability – Same as Comprehensive General Liability 

Excess or Umbrella Liability - $1,000,000

ROLL-OFF HOIST DESCRIPTION 
 
MISSION: It is the intent of these specifications to describe the minimum specifications required for a completely 
operational roll off container handling device mounted on the above specified chassis. This unit will consist of a 
self-contained bolt on unit with a hydraulically operated inclined lane mechanism composed of parallel 
longitudinal guide and support rails. A hydraulic cylinder system shall be mounted inboard within the longitudinal 
frame rails for loading refuse containers up to twenty-two (22) feet in length. The tilt frame shall have a 
manufacture rated capacity of no less than 75000Lbs. The hoist assembly shall be mounted on a chassis with a CA 
of 177” frame height of 43” and a center line of 51”. 
 

▪ Hoist Unit Rated Capacity 75000 lbs. 
▪ Hoist frame rail of the tilt frame shall be 4” x 8” structural tubing with ½” wall thickness with a one-piece 

construction. 
▪ The tilt frame width shall be 35 ½” outside diameter and shall be designed to carry roll off containers with 

rail widths of 37” inside diameter/straddle mount. The hoist crane shall carry a twenty-two (22) foot 
container with no overhand. Lift of the tilt frame rails shall be by two (2) hydraulic cylinders that shall not 
be less than 7 ¼” inside diameter with an 80” stroke with 4 ¾” diameter hard chrome rods. Cylinder shall 
mount to pins with a minimum of 2 ½” diameter. The lower shaft shall be spaced apart by 3 ½” OD and 1 
½” ID seamless tubing that is 35” long. The tilt frame shall be a self-contained drop on unit for ease of 
changing over to new chassis containing its own sub frames. 

▪ Unit shall come with a minimum of 10” frame rails. The top of the rails shall have a wear strip welded on 
to prevent the structural rail member from being worn by damaged containers. The wear strip shall consist 
of a one inch (1”) thick steel measured to fully cover the rail, width and lengthwise.  

▪ Unit shall come with cross members welded into the frame for support and to prevent twisting when 
loading. Cross members shall be molded steel and OEM approved. 

▪ The tilt frame rails shall hinge to the sub frame and skirt on a hinge of 2 ½” diameter shafting. The main 
hinge of the frame shall be of the one-piece cast construction. 

▪ Unit shall come with a 2” thick cast steel alloy hook with steel swaged button. 
▪ The winch cable shall consist of seventy-five (75) foot of 7/8 IWRC 6x25 extra improved plow steel wire 

rope over five 10” case hardened sheaves. These sheaves shall rotate on 2” shafts. Sheaves shall be 
bronzed bushed and be provided with a zerk fitting for easy access for greasing. 

▪ The cable shall be wrapped around a 2” diameter solid steel pin and secure with five (5) droop gorged 
carbon steel galvanized wire rope clips. Unit shall have a minimum of 27 foot of cable travel along with 5 
foot of free cable. 

▪ The cable sheaves shall be 10” in diameter case hardened casting bronze bushing rotating on 2” diameter 
shafts with zerk fittings for lubrication. 

▪ The front hold down shall be mounted at the forward end of each frame rail. This should be constructed 
with 1 ¼” plate steel. 

▪ The rear hold down should be mounted at the reward end of each frame rail. This should be constructed 
of 1” cast alloy steel. 

▪ The front lock will be of an automatic safety latch to prevent the container from moving forward during 
transit. 

▪ The rear container locks shall be provided on both of the tilt frame members. This should be constructed 
from a one-piece cast steel. 

▪ The maximum allowable drop angle is 52 degrees. 
▪ There should be five (5) outside rollers on each side of the machine. The rollers should have a dimension 

of 4” OD x 3” long with bronze bushings. All rollers shall have a wraparound support with a minimum of 
½” steel plate and 2” diameter roller shafts with recessed zerk fittings for lubrication. All frame rollers 
shall have ½” plate support on both sides of the roller shafts for supporting heavy containers. 

▪ The stabilizer roller shall be no less than a 6 ½” diameter x 25” wide roller with wide bushings on each 
end, rotating on a 2” diameter shaft located at the rear most extremity of the tilt frame. This shall come 
with zerk fittings for ease of lubrication.

▪ Hydraulic pump to be coupled to the PTO with a heavy-duty drive shaft used to draw fluid from the 50-
gallon reservoir through a 50 GPM return line filter with built in bypass valve and deliver pressure to the 
valve bank. The hydraulic pump is to have a minimum capacity of 50 gallons per minute at 1300 RPM at a 
hydraulic pressure of 1600 PSI. The pump shall operate with a flow control system. An approved pressure 
relief valve will be installed to protect the system from excessive pressure. 

▪ The control valves shall be rated at 50 GPM. It should consist of a 2-spool commercial valve with pressure 
relief, factory set at 1850 PSI, with outside controls for spool valve mounted at the front of the hoist on 
the driver’s side. There shall be a remote valve bank located in the driver’s compartment mounted to the 
right of the driver with easy access to controls without the driver moving from his seat. These controls are 
to be air controlled. No cables will be accepted. 

▪ The lift and winch cylinder shall be 7 ¼” bore x 80” x 4 ¾” rod, single stage, double acting and 
interchangeable. 

▪ All cylinders shall be covered with 3/16” steel covers installed over the receiving cylinders to protect them 
from damage caused by falling debris. 

▪ The rear bumper shall be made of 3” x 7” by ¼” structural tubing. 
▪ All back up lights, turn signals, brake lights, running lights shall be sealed LED lights conforming to all South 

Carolina DOT regulations. 
▪ Unit shall come with no less than 107 Double alarm installed to activate when backing the vehicle and 

when the body lift is in operation. 
▪ The manufacturer or the manufacturer’s representative shall perform body installation. 
▪ The unit shall come with a complete set of operating procedures, two extra hydraulic filters, and full of 

hydraulic fluid. 
▪ The unit shall come with a roll type tarp system to fully cover the container when in transit. Tarp system 

shall roll completely out of the way when containers are being loaded or off loaded. 
▪ Unit shall have two (2) tool boxes installed under the roll off frame. One (1) on each side. Boxes should be 

at least 18” D x 36” L x 24”H and made of aluminum. Boxes shall have a weatherproof seal so as to not let 
any moisture enter. The Doors on the boxes should open to the left or to the right. No lift doors or drop-
down doors will be accepted. 

▪ Owner to pick color of body paint after the award of the bid. 
▪ Paint should consist of the unit being fully cleaned and scrapped prior to painting to assure good adhesive
