COLLETON COUNTY COVID-19 UPDATE 

Governor Henry McMaster and the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental 
Control (DHEC) announced that all South Carolinians aged 16 and older will be eligible to receive 
the COVID-19 vaccine beginning March 31, 2021.   

There will be a Palmetto Palace Vaccination clinic at Neyles Community Center (445 Featherbed 
Road, Walterboro, SC 29488) on May 22, 2021 from 8:00 AM until 3:00 PM. 
 
Walgreens (1326 N. Jefferies Blvd., Walterboro) is providing vaccines for individuals aged 16 and 
older.

You can register with 
Walterboro Family Care by calling their office at 843-781-7428.  They will register you in VAMS 
(which requires an email address) and then VAMS will email you a registration link that you can 
use to register for the Walterboro Family Care vaccination site (or any other vaccination sites 
statewide).
