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Executive Summary

Free and fair elections are a cornerstone of
American democracy. In South Carolina, the
State Election Commission (SEC) is charged
with ensuring that every election in our state
reflects this fundamental principle.

Voter participation was strong, with 60% of voters taking
advantage of the state’s new in-person early voting
provision during the General Election, contributing to

a 75% statewide turnout. A quantitative study of voters’
experience and attitudes from the November Presidential
Election found that 98% of participants found voter
registration easy, while 87% expressed confidence in the
accuracy of South Carolina’s elections. While no election
process is perfect, South Carolina continues to set a
national example for election integrity and public trust.

As part of our commitment to transparency and
accountability, the SEC publishes an Annual Report for the
public and our elected representatives. This report fulfills
statutory reporting requirements under S.C. Code §7-5-
350 while also addressing topics of interest for citizens,
legislators, constitutional officers, and other stakeholders.

We extend our sincere gratitude to the record number
of South Carolina voters who participated in the 2024
elections, as well as to the candidates, poll workers, and
election officials who play a vital role in every election.

We also appreciate the continued support of the South
Carolina General Assembly and our Governor, whose
confidence in our agency strengthens our mission to
ensure fair, secure, and trustworthy elections.

The State of South Carolina has provided
tremendous financial support to county boards of
voter registration and elections through the SEC’s
budgetary process. Since July 2020, the SEC has
spent approximately $130 million in county aid.
This includes approximately $106 million in voting
equipment, $21 million in reimbursed election
expenses, $2.3 million in county board member
stipends. Only the election expenses and board
members stipends are mandated by state law.
Had the state not purchased the voting equipment
and provided it directly to county governments,
counties would have been required to purchase
their own equipment, and that $106 million would
have come directly from county coffers.

Election Audits

In 2024, the audit division completed ten audits and
three reviews. In 2023, it began a statewide audit of
ballot reconciliation worksheets from the 2022 General
Election, covering all 46 counties. Ten county audits
are complete and published, with the rest forthcoming.
Findings indicate counties should improve poll clerk
training and enhance review processes for worksheet
accuracy before certification.

The three reviews focused on:

1. Voting Equipment Seals: Auditors conducted
unannounced visits to all 77 early voting centers
during the 2024 Democratic and Republican
Presidential Preference Primaries. While most
counties complied with sealing requirements, some
exceptions were noted.

2. Polling Place Signage: Teams visited former polling
locations in 29 counties with changes. Most signs met
requirements, but many omitted the county office
phone number.

3. Berkeley County Follow-Up: From January to
April 2024, the division followed up on 2023
recommendations. Of these, 6 were implemented
by the county board. For recommendations to the
county office, we found that it had implemented 13,
partially implemented 3, and had not implemented 2
with others in various stages of implementation.

Additionally, the division oversaw 800+ hand-count audits for eight state-level elections. Counties
audited approximately 5% of ballots and precincts, verifying that paper ballots matched voting

equipment results.

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Election Security

Elections face numerous threats from a wide variety of actors with various
motives. The agency works with a partnership of state, federal, and private
cybersecurity professionals, as well as state and federal law enforcement, to take
all reasonable measures to further enhance the state’s election security posture.

MAJOR 2024 ACHIEVEMENTS

+ Vulnerability Disclosure Program. The SEC
continues to participate in the Vulnerability
Disclosure Program (VDP). AVDP is a
formalized process to identify and remediate
potential cyber vulnerabilities identified by
external security researchers.

+ Endpoint Protection. The SEC continues
to participate in CrowdStrike Endpoint
Protection System to increase the agency’s
ability to identify, detect, respond to, and
remediate security incidents and alerts.

+ Risk and Vulnerability Assessments. In
August and September 2023, the SEC
invited the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security (DHS) to conduct comprehensive
assessments to strengthen its cybersecurity
posture. These assessments aimed to identify
potential cyber vulnerabilities, evaluate
susceptibility to phishing attacks, and assess
the risks and potential impacts of insider
threats. This initiative was undertaken as
part of the SEC’s proactive efforts to ensure
the integrity and security of its systems in
anticipation of critical events, including
the 2024 Presidential Preference Primary,
Primary Election, and General Election.
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+ Physical Security Assessments of County

Offices and Storage Facilities. The SEC,

in collaboration with DHS, conducted
thorough physical security assessments

of facilities across all forty-six counties as
well as the SEC's own facilities. Following
these evaluations, detailed reports outlining
the findings and suggested remediations
were provided to each county office to
address identified vulnerabilities. The

SEC has played an active role in assisting
counties with implementing many of the
recommended remediations, significantly
enhancing the overall security posture of
election infrastructure throughout the state.

Security Posture Baseline. The SEC continues
to survey counties based on National
Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST)
standards to identify their current security
posture. Results will be used to set a baseline
expectation for county election security.

Statewide Tabletop Exercise and Election
Security Day. In September of 2024, the SEC
invited all forty-six counties to participate in
a statewide Election Security Day and TTX
(Tabletop Exercise). The day consisted of a
threat briefing from CISA and presentations

on insider threats, building trust through
secure election practices, and artificial
intelligence threats to elections.

Tabletop the Vote 2024. In August of

2024, a majority of South Carolina county
election offices participated in the national
virtual training called Tabletop the Vote.
This included training from DHS (CISA)
representatives and state level planning
discussions.

Cyber Resource Awareness Events. The SEC
conducted several events throughout the
state for election officials and county IT staff
to make them aware of all of the no-cost
resources available to critical infrastructure
organizations to help improve their cyber
security posture.

EI-ISAC Cyber Underserved Program.

The Elections Infrastructure Information
Sharing and Analysis Center (EI-ISAC)

is an organization funded by DHS that
makes cyber security resources available

to elections entities. Several South Carolina
counties joined a program that helps provide
funding and resources to organizations that
need it the most.

In September of 2024 the SEC partnered
with DHS to provide several of their “Last
Mile” poster products to all counties. The
Last Mile posters are a series of large

format printed informational posters that
are created according to DHS standards,
and adjusted based on state’s input. The
products South Carolina distributed were
“Election Emergency Response Guides”
and “State Election Security Snapshots”.
The Election Security Snapshot is a public
facing document intended for county

voter registration and elections offices

to display in the public reception area of
their office to give voters an overview of
the security measures the state implores

as well as emphasize the importance and
priority that the state puts on physical
security and cybersecurity. The Emergency
Response Guide is a document intended to
be displayed internally where only office
staff have access or visibility, and it gives a
detailed overview of all of the information
that any individual should need in the case
of a physical or cybersecurity incident
occurring, such as important initial steps to
take, agencies to contact, phone numbers
needed, etc. These serve as both important
reminders to the public of our commitment
to security, as well as a reminder and quick
reference guide to office staff to ensure that
the proper steps are known and followed in
the case of an emergency scenario.

Training & County Support
Services Division

The Training & County Support Services Division
(T&CSS Division) experienced transformative
growth in 2024, expanding from one Training
Director and five area representatives to adding
one Training Coordinator, two Training Managers
and twelve trainers, organized into two teams.

The T&CSS Division has revamped its curriculum,
enhanced hands-on training, and provided
comprehensive election support statewide.
Additionally, the County Support side of the
division established a senior area representative
position to manage, mentor, and support the four
area representatives. This structure allows each
Training Manager and area representative to foster
strong relationships with counties and provide
personalized support. These additional positions
establish the T&CSS Division as the largest within
the agency, reflecting the agency’s unwavering
commitment to equipping county election officials
with the training needed to uphold state and
federal laws, as well as statewide policies and
procedures, ensuring fair and consistent treatment
for all voters and candidates.

Notable accomplishments for 2024 include

the publication of a revamped Poll Manager
Handbook, the launch of the South Carolina State
Certified Clerk Pilot Program, and significant
professional development milestones for the team.
